Year 2 Unipres

Y2 pupils visiting Unipres Sunderland will benefit from experiencing a real-life workplace, helping them
understand how learning in school links to future jobs and careers. The visit raises aspirations by showing
children that a wide range of skilled roles exist within their local community. Meeting employees from
diverse backgrounds helps reduce bias and challenge stereotypes about who can work in engineering and
manufacturing roles. Early exposure to the world of work supports confidence, broadens pupils’
understanding of career possibilities, and encourages positive attitudes towards ambition, teamwork, and
inclusion from a young age.

Year 3 Beacon of Light

A visit to the Beacon of Light gives Year 3 pupils an exciting introduction to the world of work and helps
them begin thinking about their future aspirations. Through fun, hands-on activities in a real workplace
setting, children learn that people have many different jobs and roles, both in sport and beyond. Pupils
develop an understanding of how skills like teamwork, communication, problem-solving and
perseverance are used in everyday working life. The visit helps raise aspirations by showing pupils that their
interests and talents can link to future careers, while also building confidence, curiosity and motivation to
learn. Overall, the experience supports early career awareness in a positive, engaging and memorable way.

Year 4 - Centre for Life

A visit to the Centre for Life — Powering the Future helps Year 4 pupils see how science and technology shape
the world they live in and the world they will grow up in. Pupils learn about renewable energy, electricity
and sustainability through hands-on, exciting activities that make learning feel real and relevant.

The experience encourages children to think about future careers by showing them that jobs in science,
engineering and technology are creative, important and achievable. Meeting real-world ideas and problems
helps pupils understand that people just like them can become scientists, engineers, inventors or problem-
solvers who help protect the planet.

The visit also raises aspirations and confidence, especially for pupils who may not yet see themselves in
science-related careers. By linking learning to the future, pupils are inspired to ask questions, think big and
imagine the possibilities open to them as they grow up.
